Course overview
This course introduces medical students to the essential non-technical skills
that underpin safe and effective surgical practice. Based on the framework
developed by the Royal College of Surgeons of Edinburgh, the Non-
Operating Technical Skills for Surgeons (NOTSS) programme focuses on
cognitive and interpersonal skills that complement operative expertise.
Learning objectives
By the end of the course, participants will be able to:
e Understand the role of non-technical skills in patient safety and
surgical performance.
e Recognise and develop competencies within the four NOTSS
domains:
1. Situation Awareness — maintaining awareness of the
clinical environment and anticipating potential issues.
2. Decision Making — assessing risks and selecting
appropriate operative strategies.
3. Communication & Teamwork — promoting collaboration,
clarity, and conflict management in the surgical team.
4. Leadership — guiding the team effectively and maintaining
performance under pressure.
e Apply NOTSS principles in simulated clinical scenarios.
Teaching methods
e Interactive lectures and group discussions
e Case-based learning with real-life surgical videos
e Simulation and role-play exercises
e Structured debriefing and feedback

Medical students (4th year and above) interested in surgery,
anaesthesiology, or acute care medicine.
